RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR SECTIONS A, B AND C.
1. Vegetables and fruits must be grown, selected and arranged by

the exhibitor. Exhibitors must not be over 20 years of age.
2. Exhibitors should keep in mind when selecting specimens that

the judge looks for:
Uniformity of size, shape and color
Trueness of type
Proper number of specimens per plate
Exhibits in the proper class
Washed when necessary
Leave one inch tops on beets and carrots
Onions should not be peeled
Stems off field tomatoes
Tips left on beans
Damaged parts trimmed or removed
Peppers - same number of Lobes
Condition of, and freedom from blemishes

3. Squmpkins or large overgrown pumpkins will not be exhibited
in the Jr. dept. These are entered in the adult section, one per
family.

4. You must follow all rules and regulations listed, including the
entry dates, or you will be disqualified.

5. All exhibits must represent the work of the individual. The child
must set up the exhibit.

6. Only one exhibit per class.

1. Only worthy entries will receive prizes at the discretion of the

judges.
2. Honorable mention ribbon to be awarded at the discretion of the

judge.
3. Sweepstakes Rosette will be awarded in both the fruit and veg-

etable sections for the best plate in the show.

Best pair of pump-

kins in the show 2. Best pair of squash in the show

RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Any child not older than 20 years of age is eligible to exhibit.
2. All vegetables must be grown, picked and arranged by the child.
3. The exhibit shall occupy a space of 3 ft. x 4 ft. Only worthy prod-

ucts should be exhibited. Each kind of vegetable should be prop-
erly labeled as to variety and in the amounts indicated in
Section A. At least 5 types of vegetables or fruits.

4. Exhibits will be judged according to trueness to type, arrange-
ment, freedom from disease, insect and mechanical injury, also
condition and uniformity.

5. The exhibitor should have prepared any canning or decorations
used.

6. List of vegetables and variety must be included in the display.
7. Creativity and effort in design will be a factor in determining

winners.
8. The entrant will be disqualified if he or she does not set up his

or her own display.
9. Follow dates and times for entry, set up and pick up.

2. All section D and F (decorative pumpkin and veggie creature)
entries must be brought to the vegetable building on
Wednesday, September 26th between 4pm - 8pm. All entries
will be set up with the supervision of the Jr. committee mem-
bers. There are many people exhibiting thus we must keep in
mind the entire show not just the individual's exhibit. The
committee may need to rearrange exhibits.

3. All section E and G (poster contest and wreath) see correspond-
ing rules and regulations for entry times. All entries need to be
clearly labeled with name and address and age on the back.

4. Exhibitors can pick up their exhibits on Tuesday, October 9th
between 4 pm and 7pm. (This is the day after the fair closes.
Please make a note of this.) No one will be able to pick up their
entries on the last day of the fair.

5. Use proper entry forms on pages 104 and 105.
6. All ribbons, awards, and entries can be picked up on Tuesday,

October 9th between 4pm and 7pm. All monetary awards will
be mailed.

7. Any vegetables or fruits left after 7 pm on October 9th will be
donated to the food pantry.

(Judging will begin this very evening. Exhibitors will be asked to leave 
the Junior area at 8 P.M. Please plan accordingly.)

INDIVIDUAL ENTRANTS
1. Pumpkins may be decorated in any manner but it must be

obvious that a pumpkin is being used.
2. No carving of the flesh. You may secure decorations with pins,

glue or nails etc.
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3. No artificial fruits or vegetables are to be used in your creation.
4. Pumpkins are not to be taller than 15 inches. Any decorations

that are attached to the creature must be self-supporting.
Remember all creatures must fit on a tier that is no wider than
8 inches. Make sure your creature will sit on this tier securely.

5. The fair and its committee members are not responsible for
damage or lost items. Unfortunately, occasionally we have dam-
age to exhibits due to them being open to the public. We make
every effort to protect everyone's entries. Please help us by not
moving or touching another person's exhibit. If you should need
assistance please ask a committee member.

6. An exhibitor may enter only once in any given class.
7. The child must decorate the pumpkin entirely. If you would like

to enter a family entry we have a class for your convenience.
8. Pumpkins will be judged on their creativity, originality, keeping

in mind the age of the child.
9. The judge will disqualify any entrant who does not follow all the

rules listed.
10.You must send your entry form in by the date requested and fol-

low all the rules and deadlines found in the box titled Time and
Place to make your entries for Sections D,E,F and G.

SECTION D: DECORATIVE PUMPKINS
Entry forms must be received by Monday, September 10 at 4 P.M.
Exhibits must be set up Wednesday, September 26 from 4 - 8 P.M.

(Judging will begin this very evening. Exhibitors will be asked to leave 
the Junior area at 8 P.M. Please plan accordingly.)

GROUP ENTRIES
Due to the volume of entries and the limited amount of space avail-
able, group entries will be limited this year. We will not be able to
accept all groups wishing to exhibit. We have to limit the number of
groups to the following:

D7 Scout troops: 12 entries of option 1 (three tiered
entries/backdrop required); 8 entries of option 2 (two tiered
entries/no backdrop allowed)
D8 Schools: 6 entries of option 1 (three tiered entries/backdrop
required); 6 entries of option 2 (two tiered entries/no back drop
allowed)
D9 Special needs: 3 entries of option 1 (three tiered
entries/backdrop required); 3 entries of option 2 (two tiered
entries/no backdrop allowed)
D10 Family Entries

Entries will be accepted in the order they are received according to
the postmarked date and time. No group entry will be accepted
after September 10, 2007.
1. Family entries will be given a space of 11⁄2 ft. long on one tier.
2. If space is available for your group you will be notified. If you

are a selected group and cannot exhibit please call the fair-
grounds so another group will be able to exhibit.

3. It will be up to the group, keeping in mind the theme you have
chosen, to determine how many and what size pumpkins you
use. You must stay within your option’s space limitations.

Option 1: Three tiers 3 feet long each. You must have a
backdrop that is self-supporting that measures 3 ft. wide by
3 ft. high.
Option 2: Two tiers 3 ft. long each. No backdrop. You may
decorate the tiers. Nothing in the entry can be higher than
18 inches.

4. All groups must follow the rules for decorating listed under indi-
vidual entries. Please be sure to read them carefully.

5. You must fill out the group entry form completely including the
number of children actually participating in the entry (page 105).

6. The people in the group entering the exhibit must set up the
exhibit. For example if it is a scout troop or school, the children
must set up the exhibit. If a committee member observes adults
doing the majority of the set up you will be disqualified from the
judging and will forfeit the right to participate in next year’s fair.

7. You must choose a single theme.

8. Groups will be judged on originality of theme, creativity, and
attractiveness of display.

9. Groups will be disqualified if specifications are not followed.
10.If you are a group in option 1 you must have a backdrop that:

a. Must be 3 ft. wide by 3 ft. high.
b. Must be self-supporting.
c. Your group’s name may not be on the backdrop.
d. The backdrop must compliment the theme you have chosen.

11. All groups must have a separate sign measuring 11⁄2 ft. long by
4" wide. The sign should clearly list the group’s name and may
not be attached to the exhibit.

AWARDS FOR DECORATIVE PUMPKINS
1. Prizes will be awarded at the judge's discretion. Any individual

or group who does not follow the rules listed in the Junior
Vegetable Dept. will be disqualified.

2. Honorable mention ribbons will be awarded at the judge's dis-
cretion.

3. Two prizes will be awarded in classes 1 thru 3 for each of the 
1st - 3rd places, as the judge deems worthy.

4. See special awards.
5. You will be able to pick up ribbons on Tuesday, October 9th from

4pm - 7pm. Any 1st - 5th ribbons not picked up will be mailed. All
monetary awards will be mailed.

3. The posters will be judged for use of theme, creativity, color and
public eye appeal.

4. No poster will be hung if the committee feels it may be offensive
to the public. Prizes will be awarded as the judge deems worthy.

5. An exhibitor may enter only once in any given class.
6. You must send your entry form in by the date requested and fol-

low all the rules and deadlines found in the box titled Time and
Place To Make Your Entries for Sections D,E,F and G.

7. The fair is not responsible for damaged or lost items.
8. Any entry not believed to be completed by the child will be

disqualified.

(You may

use a combination of veggie and fruits this size.)
4. Creatures must be self-supporting.
5. Creatures will be judged for creativity, color and public eye

appeal.
6. The Fair is not responsible for any lost or damaged items. The

committee members may need to move your exhibit during exhi-
bition.

7. All group or family entries must have a single theme of your choice.
8. Any entry not believed to be completed by the child will be dis-

qualified.
9. All Group entrants are displayed on a flat top surface with mea-

surements not exceeding 3 ft. length x 11⁄2 ft. deep x 11⁄2 ft. high.
All displays must be self-supporting. They may not have their
group's names written on the display. Each group should have a
sign that measures 11⁄2 ft. x 4 inches that lists their name.
These will be turned over for judging.

10.All family entries will be displayed together in a single area.
They should be no larger than 11⁄2 ft. 8 inches.

11. Any entry not believed to be completed by the child will be
disqualified.

12.Due to the volume of entries and the limited space available, we will
be limiting the numbers of groups participation to: F7 Scouts–6
entries; F8 Schools–3 entries; F9 Special Needs–3 entries.

6. Wreaths will be judged for use of materials, color, creativity,

public eye appeal and use of theme.
7. You must send in entry forms and bring in exhibits by the dates

and times listed above.
8. Your name, town, age and phone number must be attached to

the back of the hanging.
