RULES & REGULATIONS

Entry form & fees must be received by September 3rd, 2010.
No exceptions.

1. RULES: Amateurs are non-professionals who do not benefit from
financial gain for the sale of their artwork. Complete an official Entry
Form and mail to: TopsfieldFair, P.0. Box 134, Topsfield, MA
01983. Entry form and fee must be received by September 3rd,
2010. One (1) entry per person.

2. FEES: Each entry in the Amateur juried art competition requires an entry
fee, which is donated to the Essex Agricultural Society. There is a
Non-Refundable entry fee of $5.00 for all categories. Entry fee must be
submitted with official entry form. Payable by check or cash to:
Essex Agricultural Society.

3. ORIGINALITY: Artwork must be original, recent, and not previously
exhibited at the Fair. Artwork derived from another artist’s photograph, such
as calendars, magazines, computer images, postcards, or any image of
another artist’s work, is not considered original. Copies and reproductions
will not be accepted.

4. JURIED ENTRY IDENTIFICATION: All juried competition entries
must be clearly labeled on the top back of art work with the following
information:(Example below)

5. JURIED ENTRIES: Amateur juried exhibition entries are limited to 1
entry. Overall Frame size should not exceed 48 united inches,
includes frame. Due to the large number of entries oversize work can not
be accepted.

6. JUDGING: A professional panelof judges selects ribbon winners based

on artistic merit, which includes:

« Originality

» Composition

+ Use of color

* Technique of the medium

« Presentation (mat/frame)
The Fine Art Department and judges reserve the right to reject any entry.
Artists will be contacted prior to the opening of the Fair to retrieve
unaccepted work.

7. FRAMING:Standard frames required. Artwork must be securely
framed and wired. Use sectional metal or wood frames with strong,
Framing Wire firmly & carefully affixed to the frame with screw eyes or
ring-straphangers. ATTENTION:(see diagram on #8) Unsafe or
improperly framed artwork, including no glass or thin wire, will not be
accepted. Artwork under glass must be matted too. ATTENTION: No
clip frames, easel back frames, spring clips, bend over tabs or
stapll(e frames will be accepted. Please assist all children’s art
work.

8. DO-IT YOURSELF FRAMERS:

For secure frames that hang flat on wall, attach screw eyes or hangers to each
side of the frame at one-third the height from the top 0%/ frame. Insert Framing
Wire through the hangers and secure ends. Top of wire must be 2- 3 inches
below the top of frame.
