7. Commercial exhibits may be marked with signs not larger
than ¢ in. by 12 in. and of natural color. Labels for plants
and flowers must not exceed 1-1/2 in. by 2 in. Artificial back-
grounds and accessories must be approved by the
Committee Chairman.

8. No exhibit may win a prize unless deemed worthy by the
Judges.

9. The rulings of the Judges shall be final.

10. Exhibitors will kindly furnish their own suitable containers.
